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We have a designated Creative Area where the children have free access to a range of 

scissors, glue, tape, pens, pencils and general crafting materials. The children’s work is 

displayed on display boards and our class washing line to showcase the children’s work. 

Fine motor activities are set up within the classroom.  

We encourage children to do their buttons and zips to promote independence and build on 

fine motor skills. 

We have focused Art activities to teach specific skills and provide the children with the 

necessary skills to be creative independently. We ensure that we move with the children’s 

interests and that their learning and interests are at the fore-front of our curriculum.
